 are:

: to play opposite a weak heart hand, might be interested in playing higher in spades
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: to play opposite a weak spade hand, or perhaps interested in playing higher in hearts because of the obvious risk when partner converts to 3[image: image4.png]



2NT: forcing to game, asking for description of hand type
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 or 3[image: image6.png]


: both natural and constructive with a long suit
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: correctable, furthering the preempt, willing to play in either major when partner is weak
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: natural and forcing to game
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: correctable
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: to play, going alone 
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, respond 2[image: image13.png]


, then rebid 4[image: image14.png]


 over the expected 2[image: image15.png]


 bid.

Rebids with the weak variety:
Pass: Minimum hand
Over 2[image: image16.png]


: pass or bid 2[image: image17.png]
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: pass or bid 3[image: image19.png]



Over 2NT: bid 3[image: image20.png]


 to show hearts, upper range; 3[image: image21.png]


 to show spades, upper range; 3[image: image22.png]
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 with lower range

Rebids with the balanced strong hand:
Bid NT at the minimum level

, other variations are common too, the best alert is "usually a Weak Two-Bid in a major or various strong hands".



Suggested Defense
IN DIRECT SEAT:
Double = 13-15 or 18+hcp or very strong unbalanced
2H | 2S | 3C | 3D = natural
2NT = 15+ to -18, balanced; respond as if we opened NT
3H | 3S = natural, intermediate strength
3NT = to play

PASS AND THEN:
Double = takeout
2NT = minors
Cuebid = 2 suiter, not the minors
3C | 3D | 3H | 3S = weaker than direct action
Note: if 2D shows only a weak 2 in a major, partner is obliged to act if 2D is passed by responder
IN 4TH SEAT: (e.g. 2D - P - 2H|2S - ?)
Double = takeout of suit bid
Suit Bids = natural (except cuebids)
2NT = 15-18 hcp balanced (system on as if we opened 2NT)
Cuebid = Michaels (other major & minor)
