Weak Jump Shifts
 

A jump shift by responder in competition shows a 6-card suit and 2-5 points at the 2-level, and 5-7 points at the 3-level. For example:
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Opener's rebids are: 

	Pass

2NT

Simple raise
Double raise of a minor
Any new suit
	: On most hands, since responder only has
  a few points.
: Game try, forcing. Responder must rebid
  his suit to show a minimum.
: Purely preemptive.
: Invitational.
: Natural, nonforcing.
